Start your engines...I’m not much of a race car fan, but I do 
know that over Memorial Day weekend they have the running 
of the Indianapolis 500.  I believe that they may be even some 
women race drivers so they begin by the words, “Gentlemen 
and Ladies, start your engines!”  
Memorial Day in not only the official kick-off to summer it is 
also a day that many of us spend at the cemetery.  We decorate 
the graves of our loved ones.  We also are asked to remember 
those men and women from our country who gave their lives in 
the defense of our freedom.  We do indeed owe them a debt of 
gratitude.  But we also remember how far we are from fulfill-
ing the last command of Jesus, which is, that we are to “Love 
each other.”  We are proud of our fallen heroes and their sac-
rifices, but we are also, as Christians, convicted that the way 
of war is not the way of love.  Why is the way of love that Jesus 
commanded so hard to follow?  Surely one of the reasons is 
that as human beings we tend to be selfish and self-centered.  
We may be rich in material possessions but poor in spiritual 
ones.  In our selfishness we are impatient and increasingly 
intolerant of those who do not meet up to our expectations.  A 
second reason we fail to “love one another” is because we so 
easily forget.  Living for the moment, we conveniently forget 
the painful lessons the past has taught us.  We forget the mis-
takes we have made.  Memorial Day is a wonderful opportu-
nity for us to remember the lessons of those who have gone 
before us.  When we decorate their graves we remember what 
they gave for us.  We know that they were not perfect.  Yet, 
remembering the good things that has flowed on to us from 
them has as enriching effect upon us.  The command of love is 
hard work.  Love, revealed in Jesus, as simple as it sounds, is 
terribly arduous.  That is why our history as human beings so 
often reads like a history of our resistance to love.  It is hard 
work to forgive.  “Gentlemen and Ladies, Boys and Girls, start 
your engines”.  Perhaps it is time for all of us to restart our 
“spiritual engines” as we begin summer.  By looking back and 
remembering the faithful departed we are strengthened for the 
race ahead.  It may be hard work, but it’s worth it. 
Final survey results - General Section

Our Little Parish Event Coordinators 
are always looking for new ways to get people involved in our 
parish community.  We will continue to offer social and spiri-
tual functions for what we hope will be a wide range of people. 

The priests, deacons and parish staff are responsive to the 
needs of parishioners. 
Agree, 90%; No Opinion, 8% and Disagree, 2%. 
It’s no secret that the priests, deacon and parish staff are hu-
man.  We have our good days and bad ones.  Sometimes when 
you call us we do not respond as rapidly as you would wish, 
and sometimes you speak to us and we do not seem to be lis-
tening to you.  I believe we have an excellent parish staff.  We 
even attempt to have volunteers to answer our phones on 
weekends so that when you do call you get a live voice and not 
an answering machine.  However sometimes people feel we 
are disinterested or don’t care about them in the same way we 
care about others.  We will continue to work at responding to 
your needs to the best of our abilities, and we do appreciate 
constructive criticism so we can continue to improve in our 
ministry to you and with you. 
There are effective lines of communication within the parish. 
Agree, 81%; No Opinion, 17% and Disagree, 2%. 
Effective communication is key to any kind of relationship and 
this is certainly true within our parish family.  Different age 
groups communicate in quite different ways.  Younger people 
prefer to communicate on the internet or by cell phone and 
texting, while older folks still prefer the written word, like a 
bulletin or newsletter.  Emails currently have been the most 
effective way for the parish office to communicate with volun-
teers and also to remind you of activities.  We are always open 
to new methods of reaching out to not only our parishioners 
but to those who are inactive or have not yet found a church.   
Newcomers to the parish feel welcomed. 
Agree, 74%; No Opinion, 22% and Disagree, 4%. 
Those who study parishes tell us that people make a decision 
about the friendliness and hospitable nature of a community 
within the first two minutes of entering the church.  We attempt 
to have greeters at each one of our weekend masses.  We know 
that because of our size some people get lost in the masses 
(pardon the pun), and some people prefer to remain anony-
mous and don’t want to be bothered by others.  I always re-
mind those who attend our Newcomers Brunch that the best 
way to get to know people is to volunteer for something and 
get involved with some aspect of parish life.   
I thank all of you who took the time to fill out the survey.  The 
parish staff has already been looking at ways to respond to the 
various suggestions given to us to keep our parish vibrant and 
life-giving.  We want to get better.  It is not by avoiding the 
problems of life that we achieve happiness, it’s learning how 
to go through them and solve them if possible.  If we do that, 
and yes it is hard work, then we will continue to keep alive the 
great Spirit of St. Michael Parish.
