Pastoral Planning Update

The last meeting for the Sioux Falls group of the pas-
toral planning process is Thursday, July 29 at 6:30
pm at Our Lady of Guadalupe in the gym. All are
welcome to attend. We will be finalizing our recom-
mendations to the Bishop about the future of the
Sioux Falls area. Remember, these are just recom-
mendations, the Bishop makes the decisions.

Our primary recommendations:

+ Our Lady of Guadalupe will merge with the
Cathedral and maintain their identity.

+ Our Lady of Guadalupe will have a year to
develop a plan to support their facilities on
CIliff Ave. or they will be closed.

+ Priests assigned as follows: St Michael — 2,
Cathedral — 2, Holy Spirit — 2, the remaining
parishes 1 priest each.

+ Initiate a study of the feasibility of a parish in
Harrisburg.

+ Explore transitioning parish administrative
duties to volunteer and qualified lay staff.

+ The hospital, prisons and school ministries
should be maintained at their current staffing.

Secondary recommendations:

+ Maintain a commitment to providing chap-
lains for the military.

+ The diocese continues to review the future
need to combine parishes based on various
models from Green Bay.

+ The need for more administrative, catechetical
and spiritual formation opportunities for laity.

+ Investigate the feasibility of a Newman club,
Newman center at Christ the King.

There will be this final opportunity for any of the

parish representatives to bring a new proposal to the

group to discuss and vote on. Have a great week!
